Parish Nurse News: National Eye Care Month 

 

According to the Centers for Disease Control, the leading causes 

of blindness and vision impairment in the United States are               

age-related diseases such as macular degeneration, cataract, 

diabetic retinopathy, and glaucoma. Let’s review some facts 

about each of these disorders. 
 

Age-related macular degeneration (AMD) is an eye disorder that 

is associated with aging. The results of this disorder are damage 

to sharp and central vision, which is needed for tasks such as 

reading and driving. This disorder affects the macula or central 

part of the retina which allows the eye to see fine details. There 

are two forms of AMD, wet and dry. The wet form occurs when 

abnormal blood vessels grow behind the retina which leads to 

blood and fluid leakage. The dry form is more common and 

occurs when the macula thins over time as part of the aging 

process.  Both forms lead to central vision loss. 
 

Another cause of vision loss is a cataract, which is a clouding of 

the eye’s lens. It is the leading cause of vision loss in the United 

States. Although cataracts can occur at any age, we hear about 

them causing vision problems in the elderly. A cataract can be 

surgically removed and is usually done today in an outpatient 

setting. 
 

Diabetic retinopathy is a complication of diabetes and is the 

leading cause of blindness in adults in the United States.  There is 

progressive damage to the blood vessels of the retina, which leads 

to vision problems in both eyes. The risk for developing diabetic 

retinopathy can be decreased by good management of diabetes. 

When the disorder is diagnosed early, treatments can be done to 

reduce the risk of vision loss. That is the reason why it is so 

important for persons with diabetes to manage their diabetes and 

to have their eyes checked by a health professional on a regular 

basis. 
 

Glaucoma is a group of diseases that damage the optic nerve and 

result in vision loss and potentially blindness. Most cases of 

glaucoma are associated with increased pressure within the eye, 

but some cases have been found in persons with normal eye 

pressure.  
 

It is very important to have your eyes checked on a regular basis. 

Check with your ophthalmologist or optometrist about the 

frequency of your eye exams. Eye exams can include not only 

vision testing, but examination of the internal eye structures and 

intraocular pressure measurement. If your eye exam does not 

include all of the above, ask about these examinations. Conditions 

that can lead to vision loss and blindness may be found by these 

examinations and treated before the vision loss becomes 

permanent.
